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Originally the story was told by Johann David Wyss to his sons as a bedtime story.  One of his sons, Johann Rudolf Wyss, loved the story so much that he wrote it down in the form of a book.
In 1813, Johann Rudolf Wyss had his book published and enjoyed worldwide acclaim. The Novel was intended to teach his sons about family values, good husbandry, the uses of the natural world and self reliance.
