He was the Director of Rollins College Writers Conference, 1978-82; owner of a publishing company, Peck Press; teacher and speaker at conferences. He served in the U.S. Army Infantry, 1945-47; he fought with the 88th Division in Italy, Germany, and France during World War II; received commendation.
