After graduating from high school she attended Syracuse University, and while she was in her first year of college she had been attacked, beaten, and brutally raped, at the age of 18.  Alice graduated from Syracuse earning her Bachelors’ degree, and then moved on to graduate school in Texas; she soon moved to Manhattan.  She wanted to tell her story through poetry but found it hard to do, so she finally decided to go to graduate school at the University of California, Irvine in 1995.  This lead to the start of her career when she wrote her first book called Lucky.  Lucky is a non-fiction memoir that tells about her attack, getting beat, and raped, and also the beginning of The Lovely Bones.
Genre: Suspense
The Lovely bones is a very interesting book; it keeps you on the edge wanting to know what else could happen.  The main character in the story is a fourteen year-old girl named Susie Salmon.  While she is walking home one day from school she is taken to (pre-made) den in the ground by a man.  In the den the man rapes the girl, and she is not allowed to leave.  Meanwhile her parents and community is searching franticly for Susie, except for one man, the Salmon’s neighbor.  What makes the book different from other murder books is that it is being told from Susie’s perspective while she is up in heaven looking down upon everyone she knows.
