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On an island off the coast of Costa Rica a group of scientists start an organization called InGen. This company genetically copies DNA of ancient dinosaurs from frozen mosquitoes and clones them. With these renewed species InGen creates a park, called Jurassic Park. Here they create a habitat for their pets and plan to open the park to the highest paying customers.

Founder of the park, John Hammond, invites some of the world’s best scientists and entrepreneurs to visit his park. This group includes dinosaur man Alan Grant, his grandkids, paleobotanist Ellie Sattler, mathematician Ian Malcolm, and layer Donald Gennaro. 

While exploring the park Doctor Grant notices dino eggs; the dinosaurs are not supposed to be able to lay eggs because of genetic restrictions. He realizes InGen does not have control of the park like they think. But it gets worse from there when they all get trapped in the park by a storm and must get back to the base. On the process they may run into some GIANT problems. 

Michael Crichton wrote Jurassic Park in the 1980s and it was published in 1990.

The book was so good that Steven Spielberg turned the book into a movie in 1993. This movie was so great that he made it a sequel in 1997 called the “Lost World.”
