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About J.D. Salinger

J.D. Salinger was born on January 1st, 1919 in Manhattan, New York. Salinger spent one year at New York University and one semester at Ursinus College in Pennsylvania, but ended up graduating from a writing class provided by Columbia University. In 1941 Salinger began to publish his first stories in The New Yorker,  but in 1942 was drafted into the military. In 1948 he published a short story called “A Perfect Day for Banafish” in The New Yorker and in 1948 his story “Uncle Wiggly in Connecticut” was adapted into a film called My Foolish Heart, but because of negative criticism Salinger never again allowed his stories to be made into films. The Catcher in the Rye was published on July 16, 1951. With its release came a lot of criticism. Many schools during the 1950’s, ‘60’s, and ‘70’s banned the book. Despite the controversy, The Catcher in the Rye has become Salinger’s biggest piece of work, still selling over 250,000 copies a year and over 10 million since its release.
