Scott Fitzgerald were his inspiration to write The Perks of Being a Wallflower. He also mentions The Catcher and the Rye in The Perks of Being a Wallflower as a favorite book of the main characters mother. He also wrote the screen play for RENT.

The Perks of Being a Wallflower, fiction, is about a young man named Charlie who is a high school freshman. Charlie has an older brother who is an athlete star that goes to Penn Sate, his sister is a senior and she is well liked in the school.
