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She was born in South Connellsville, Fayette County, Pennsylvania, on December 13, 1954.  She was the first child, born into a long, proud line of hillbillies on her dad’s side of the family.  She was five when her sister Kimberly came along and six when Melanie was born.  Her father worked for the telephone company while her mother went to college for her degree in English, intending to become a teacher. 

Trickster’s Queen is about a young girl named Aly, daughter of Alanna the Lioness, who wants to find her own place in the world.  She later finds herself a slave in a wealthy family who has fallen out of favor at Rajmuat.  With the skills she learned from her father, George Cooper the second in command to Tortall’s spies, she has become a master of spies in that very household.  She needs to put Dove, one of the daughters of the family, on the throne and destroy Prince Rubinyan and Princess Imajane.  Will she succeed or will the empire fall?
This book is a mind-grabber.  With spies attacking spies, a family falling out of disfavor, and a country thrown into turmoil, it’s an exciting adventure of love, brains, and keeping your head in a tight situation.  I really recommend this book if you’re into wars, knights, spies and romance.  Trickster’s Queen is absolutely a thrill especially for young girls who believe in a strong heroine.  Just jump right into Aly’s world were crows turn into men, gods play with mortals and the servants can seem more than they appear.
