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John Ronald Reuel Tolkien, was an English writer, poet, philologist, and university professor, best known as the author of the high fantasy classic works The Hobbit and The Lord of the Rings.  Tolkien was the professor of Anglo-Saxon at Oxford from 1925 to 1945, and Professor of English language and literature from 1945 to 1959.  Tolkien was appointed a Commander of the Order of the British Empire by Queen Elizabeth II on March 28, 1972.  He died on September 2, 1973.
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The Hobbit
The Hobbit is set in a time "between the dawn of Faerie and the Dominion of Men,” and follows the quest of home-loving Bilbo Baggins (the "Hobbit") to win his share of the treasure guarded by the dragon, Smaug. His journey takes him from light-hearted, rural surroundings and into darker, deeper territory, meeting various types of the Wilderland along the way. By accepting the disreputable, romantic, fey and adventurous side of his nature and utilizing both his wits and common sense during the quest, Bilbo develops a new level of maturity, competence and wisdom.
